2.4 FABRICATION

A. General:  Fabricate stone per requirements, including Drawings and Shop Drawings.

1. Granite: NBGQA's "Specifications for Architectural Granite."

B. Floor-Anchored Units:  Provide corrosion-resistant anchoring assemblies complete with threaded rods, lock washers, and leveling adjustment nuts at pilasters for structural connection to floor.  Provide shoes at pilasters to conceal anchorage.

C. Wood Doors:  

The following information should be shown on Drawings and deleted from this text.  keep if not shown on drawings.

1. Provide 24-inch- wide in-swinging doors for standard toilet compartments

2. Provide 36-inch- wide out-swinging doors with a minimum 32-inch- wide clear opening for compartments indicated to be accessible.

D. Hardware:  

1. Hinges:  Self-closing type, adjustable to hold doors open at angle up to 90 degrees.

2. Latch and Keeper:  [Surface-mounted] latch unit designed for emergency access with door strike and keeper.  

3. Coat Hook:  Combination hook and rubber-tipped bumper, sized to prevent door from hitting compartment-mounted accessories.

4. Door Bumper:  Rubber-tipped bumper at out-swinging doors.

5. Door Pull:  Door pulls complying with accessibility requirements at out-swinging doors.  Provide units on both sides of doors at accessible compartments.

PART 3 -  EXECUTION

3.1 INSTALLATION

A. General:  Comply with manufacturer's written installation instructions.  Install partitions to be rigid, straight, level, and plumb.  Secure units in position with manufacturer's recommended anchoring devices.

1. Maximum Clearances:

a. Pilasters and Panels:  1/2 inch.

b. Panels and Walls:  1 inch.

Delete subparagraph and associated subparagraphs below if no stirrup brackets.  For solid-polymer units, three brackets are recommended for wall-to-panel and panel-to-pilaster connections to prevent sagging of panel.

2. Stirrup Brackets:  Secure panels to walls and to pilasters with not less than three brackets attached at midpoint and near top and bottom of panel.

a. Locate wall brackets so holes for wall anchors occur in masonry or tile joints.

b. Align brackets at pilasters with brackets at walls.

B. Floor-Anchored Units:  Set pilasters with anchors penetrating not less than 2 inches (50 mm) into structural floor, unless otherwise indicated in manufacturer's written instructions.  Level, plumb, and tighten pilasters.  Hang doors and adjust so tops of doors are level with tops of pilasters when doors are in closed position.

3.2 ADJUSTING

A. Hardware Adjustment:  Adjust and lubricate hardware according to manufacturer's written instructions for proper operation.  Set hinges on in-swinging doors to hold doors open approximately 30 degrees from closed position when unlatched.  Set hinges on out-swinging doors to return doors to fully closed position.
